Regrets the failure of the Commission, given its role as guardian of the Treaties and of Community law, to assume its responsibilities with the necessary diligence insofar as:
· it has not verified whether there is a real basis in US law to justify access to reservation systems' data or whether this is an over-broad interpretation on the part of the present Administration; calls, furthermore, on the Commission to take advantage of the debates under way in the US on the new APIS and PNR legislation with a view to securing a pledge from the US authorities that this new legislation will take account of the data protection requirements of Community law;

· it has delayed the verification of the US legislation required under Article 25 of Directive 95/46/EC; a delay creates obvious problems for the airlines, which are caught between a rock (if they follow Community law, they are liable to US sanctions) and a hard place (if they give in to the US authorities' demands, they fall foul of the data protection authorities) and also creates difficulties for the national data protection authorities, which are obliged to enforce the Community rules;

· it has not provided information to the public, who should be the first to know what is being done with information about them;
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
